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Laboratories 

 
For the computer-assisted translation and technology- 

oriented courses, a classroom is available to the students. 

Applied interpreting courses are taught both in the classrooms 

and in the interpreting laboratory. We are working on 

obtaining a more advanced laboratory. The students are 

required to do an internship at the end of the sixth semester 

and complete a final project in the eighth semester. 
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The Department of Translation and 

Interpretation has its own small, albeit 

stacked, library with English and 

German books and course books. This 

library is located inside the building. A 

central library with its considerably 

large size also exists within the same 

campus.
